Pastor John carefully prepared everything: clothes, guests, musicians, media presence etc. My greatest joy was to observe among people dressed in white a former inmate whom I met in prison two years ago. Everything was wonderful . In the end we had a little feast. I also had the opportunity to give your gift of gypsy audio bible. This event was publicized on the Internet and in local newspapers.
